    Patty came to the Pregnancy Care Center late in her pregnancy with no prenatal 
care and delivery time drawing near.  She shared her struggles with drug addiction 
and the fact that she would be unable to take care of her baby.  She was listened to 
with compassion by her counselor who respected her honesty and dignity.  The coun-
selor gave her an adoption packet which contained information on several Christian 
adoption agencies.  Patty was also counseled on how to apply for Maternity Medicaid, 
begin her prenatal care, and take steps to help her with her own healing through pro-
fessional counseling.  
  
    The counselor prayed with her and as she left the center the counselor wondered if 

she would hear from her again and was pleased that the phone number did work 

when she followed up with Patty. Patty had contacted the adoption agencies, met with 

an adoption counselor and was going to follow through with allowing her baby to be 

placed for adoption.  

     Later, Patty informed her counselor that she had delivered a healthy baby boy and 

that he was now with his adoptive parents.  She shared that the adoptive parents had 

named the baby and sent her a picture.  Patty voiced it was the best decision for her 

and her baby and that she was pleased that she had made the decision of adoption. 

The counselor congratulated Patty on her beautiful gift to this couple and let her know 

that she was available to provide any additional help she may need. Patty thanked her 

counselor for the help she had received and the counselor informed Patty that she 

would continue praying for her. Patty loved this baby enough to give him the gift of 

life.
